Why Are There No Christian Suicide Bombers?

The Muslim suicide bomber
who struck an Iragi elementary school
this (month) reminded me of the
Muslim bomber who literally crashed
the wedding party at the Amman,
Jordan Radisson Hotel last year. Both
instances struck fear in every person
with hope of life and love of children.
Weddings are, after all, a celebration
of life; a time when grandparents,
immediate and extended family, and
friends witness a man and woman
exchanging pledges of support and
fidelity. These pledges, which form a
new entity, a new family, also provide
the foundation upon which to build a
new home for future children.
Choosing to destroy a wedding party
rather than a business meeting is,

therefore, a particularly heinous act.
Car bombings and suicidal attacks are
now a daily staple of our news. Rarely
will a news cycle end without
reference to another attack on
civilians in Baghdad. Yet we never
hear of a Christian suicide bomber,
either here or abroad. Do Christians
not love the Lord God Jehovah as
much as the Muslim suicide bombers
love Allah? Do Christians lack the
devotion or courage necessary to take
their lives in pursuit of a greater
cause? To the secularists who think
Christian crusaders and Muslim
jihadists are cut from the same cloth,
is there a material difference between
the two?

The 10 Biggest Interview Killers

Spring arrives this week, and for
many of you that means graduation.
Graduation means stepping out on a new
path in life. New paths mean new job
opportunities, and new job opportunities
mean job interviews. This article by Joe
Turner of Yahoo Hot Jobs, gives ten
things to avoid that will help you land that
job God has for you. He calls them
Oadvantage killers.O

1. Not knowing your aim.  Too often
candidates think their purpose in an
interview is simply to ask for a job. Your
goals are to demonstrate how you are a
good fit for the organization, and to
assess whether the job is really right for
you.

2. Being too needy. Neediness is
probably the No. 1 advantage-killer in an
interview. Remind yourself before walking

in the door: you do not need this job. You
do need food, you do need air, and you
do need water. Keep things in
perspective.
3. Lousy nonverbal communication.
This is about demonstrating confidence.
Your first impression makes the
difference. When you enter the interview
room, stand up straight, make eye
contact, and offer a strong handshake
with your interviewer. If necessary, jot
their name on your notepad as soon as
you seat yourself

4. Compromising your
position. You should always participate
in the interview as an equal, not a
subordinate, of the person conducting the
interview. Often this is a subtle matter of
self-perception, so remind yourself before
the interview.

The answer, of course, is yes. A

this truly remarkable difference in
religions is their differing concepts of
God. To the Muslims, Allah is one, and
is powerful, just, and righteous. Although
God to Christians has similar attributes,
Christians believe there are three
Persons in the Godhead P Father, Son
and Holy Spirit.

This difference is significant
because Christians believe that even
before Creation, God was relational.

Muslim worship, in contrast, is
very ritualistic. Five times each day,
wherever they may be, practicing
Muslims turn toward Mecca in worship.
Moving through the postures of standing,
kneeling, prostrating, sitting, and reciting
from the QurOan, they passionately
demonstrate their total submission to the
will of Allah. Allah demands obedience
from Muslims. Singing OWhat a Friend
We Have in AllahO would be blasphemy.

The difference between Allah,
who demands obedience, and God, who
gives love, is stark. To some Muslims,
Allah demands the sacrifice of their
sons. To Christians, God gave His Son
as a sacrifice for us. ThatOs a world of
difference.

5. Falling into the answers-only rut. ~ An
interview is a conversation. Don't just
answer their questions. That's why
you've prepared stories to highlight your
accomplishments, which will be your
moments to shine. When you do answer
any questions, make sure that you
answer immediately and follow up with a
question of your own, if at all possible.
6. Rambling. Telling your interviewer
more than they need to know could be
fatal. Your stories should be 60 to 90
seconds long and they should have a
relevant point. Focus, focus, focus. Stick
with your rehearsed stories, your
research, and the questions you need to
ask. Don't fill up the silence with
unnecessary talk.

7. Being overly familiar. A good
interviewer will be skilled enough to put
you at ease within the first 10 minutes of
the interview. That doesn't mean that
they have become your best friend. Don't
let your guard down. You're there to
interview them and get answers to your
questions. Treat this from start to finish
as the professional business meeting
that it is.

8. Making incorrect assumptions.

Points are not deducted at the interview
for asking questions when you don't
understand something. Don't guess at
what your interviewer means. Effective

information in real time, taking good
notes, and responding only to the actual
facts you've collected. If you find yourself
making assumptions or guessing about
something that was said, stop and ask
for clarification before you answer.

9. Getting emotional. At times the
interviewer may hit a nerve or
consciously try to provoke you into an
"outburst." Don't fall for it. Clear your
mind of any fears or expectations, so you
can maintain a calm, open-minded
perspective at all times. When emotions
enter into an interview, failure follows.
10. Not asking specific questions.  You
want to find out more about what this job
is really about and whether you want it.
Arrive with a list of several prepared
guestions about the company, the
position, and the people who work there.
Ask questions that begin with "what,"
"how," and "why." Avoid simple yes/no
guestions. Get your interviewer talking as
much as possible, and then take notes.
Most interviewers are unimpressed by
someone who has no questions.

¥ Avoid using terms that include your full
legal name and your Social Security
number.

can use an "anonymizing" tool (available
on the Web) that doesn't reveal your
computer address.
¥ Do not sign up for e-mail at the same
search engine where you regularly
search. Your e-mail address could be
tied to your search terms.
