The Saggy Pants Ordinance, by Liza Turner
Twelve states have passed

ordinances banning sagging.  This
raises the questions, ÒShould the
government be allowed to decide
what is ÔlegalÕ to wear?Ó  Or, does
this violate basic constitutional
freedoms?
     A panel of guests discussed
this topic on a recent ÒDr. PhilÓ
program.  The guests included a
single mom raising three teenage
boys, Mayor Dwaine Caraway from
Dallas, Texas, Lionel, a father of three
young boys, and Christian rapper
Dewayne Brown.

The mother expressed
concern for her sons.  She was afraid
that her boys might be mistaken for
thugs.  The Mayor responded that

some youth do use the baggy pants
to stash weapons.  Lionel is a father
who sags his pants and says that his
boys sag as well.  Al Sharpton
commented (via satellite) that, in his
opinion, laws would only target
young, black youth who are already
targeted and he is against any such
laws.

A law passed in Louisiana,
stating that if you wear pants that
show your underwear, you could get
six months in jail and a $500 fine.  ÒIn
Atlanta, the city council is also
considering an amendment to public
decency laws, which would make it a

Éa dog-like appearance).  Otherwise,
this animal looks just like any crocodile.
The leg length and skull arrangement
represent what evolutionists consider
primitive characteristics, which are either
lost or modified in more derived or
ÒadvancedÓ (i.e. modern) crocodilians.
ÒEarlierÓ crocodiles were terrestrial
reptiles with long legs that are alleged to
have evolved into more aquatic reptiles;
thus adopting a more sprawling posture
and ÒevolvingÓ eyes and nostril
arrangements that allowed them to stalk
prey undetected from beneath the water.

Though Carvalho considers this
animal ÒliterallyÓ to be a missing link,
his assessment is not necessarily
scientific.  This is simply his conclusion
based on his view on the origin of life,
and in particular the origin of ÒmodernÓ
crocodiles.  Montealtosuchus represents,
in the creationist view, the original
diversity within the  crocodile kind that
has been lost over time.  Many so-called
ÒmodernÓ animals are really the

remnants of a tremendous diversity that
has been assaulted by thousands of years
of being Òsubject to frustrationÉ(and)
bondage to decayÓ (Romans 8:20-21
NIV).  The saltwater crocodile is not the
Òmore evolvedÓ descendant of
Montealtosuchus, but rather represents
the basic design within the crocodile
family that has survived.  For whatever
reason, crocodilians with a more
terrestrial design have to our knowledge
gone extinct.

Again we are presented with a
Òmissing linkÓ fossil story that is full of
holes.  Missing link status of fossils is
always based on the evolutionary
assumptions of the scientists describing
them and rarely, if ever, based on real
scientific data.

If youÕve been following along with my
ÒChallenge of EvilÓ series, donÕt worry, IÕll
be continuing with that in my next article
and into spring quarter.
