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Dinosauwrs: Lost invthe Legends | D

In the last article we looked at
some fossil evidence that dinosaurs
were around in recent times. Here
we consider historical evidence that
dinosaurs lived alongside humans.
Our first exhibit comes from
Scripture. In Job 40:15, God
describes to Job a creature called
“behemoth.”

Many consider behemoth to
refer to the hippopotamus or the
elephant. The Nelson Study Bible
favors the hippopotamus, arguing
that it fits the cultural context. This
may well be true. However, neither
the hippopotamus nor the elephant
fit the description anywhere near as
well as the sauropod dinosaur.
Granted, both mammals are strong in

Honoring the life and
contributions of minister, and civil-
rights leader Martin Luther King, Jr.,
this January holiday was signed into
law by President Ronald Regan.

their own right. Even though it must
be noted that the behemoth passage
is poetry and not historical prose,
the imagery employed—a tail that
moves like a cedar, bones like “tubes
of bronze” and “limbs like rods of
iron” (NIV)—is nonetheless
descriptive of a sauropod like the
Apatosaurus. Yet, because science
has supposedly proven that the
dinosaurs lived millions of years
before the advent of man, some
would hesitate to suggest behemoth
was a dinosaur. To be sure, I am not
asserting that the behemoth must be
a dinosaur; merely that it is not out
of the question.

Real or imagined, the
behemoth (and the Leviathan of Job
41) represents one of a myriad of
legendary creatures that have held
the fear and fascination of ancient
cultures and even our own. One
such creature, that seems to be
culturally universal, is the dragon.
Dr. Don DeYoung writes, “Critics of
the creation view have suggested that
ancient fossil bones and footprints
gave rise to later dragon legends.”
(DeYoung, 2000 pg.44) While this is a
plausible explanation, it is just as
plausible (and perhaps more
reasonable) that dragons, and other
legendary creatures, were inspired by
real animals: like the dinosaurs. In
fact, John of Damascus (an 8th
century Arab monk, theologian,
liturgical composer, and scholar)
wrote of dragons as real creatures in
his “On Dragons and Ghosts,”
wherein he sought to separate fact
from superstition about dragons.
Timothy Alferov writes, “Like many
ancient manuscripts, it refers to
dragons, creatures which often

resemble known dinosaur types or
features, as real living creatures.”
(Creation 22(3), June 2000) While
dismissing claims that dragons could
change their form, even to look like
humans, John clarifies, “I am not
telling you, after all, that there are no
dragons; dragons exist but they are
serpents [reptiles] borne of other
serpents. When just born and young,
they are small; but when they grow
up and mature, they become big and
fat so that they exceed the other
serpents in length and size. It is said
they grow up more than thirty cubits
[14 metres, 45 feet]; as for their
thickness, they become as thick as a
huge log.” (Brackets added by
Alferov) This passage goes to
support that what we now call
dinosaurs at one time were called
dragons, leviathans, behemoths, and
sea monsters.

In the next article we return to the
fossil record to answer the question of
why dinosaur and human fossils have
not been found together.
