This story touched
me deeply and | hope it will touch your
heart as well. His name is Emad, he is a
man in his thirties, born a Muslim, now a
convert to Christianity, and has a good
job as an electrician. Emad was
concerned about marriage and wanted to
find a Christian woman who might accept
a Muslim ceremony. Her name is
Fatma, born a Muslim, a university
graduate who came to know Jesus
through her own research.

The two met, decided to marry
and had a Muslim ceremony. For two

years they found a way to avoid danger.
Soon their lives would be shattered when
a banging at their door put them in the
face of an angry group of fundamentalist
Muslims. Emad had been recognized
coming out of the Christian church. The
mob raided their apartment, collecting
evidence of their association with
Christian beliefs. They dragged the pair
down the street and handed them over to
the police. For two weeks, they were
separated and subjected to physical and
psychological torture. Fatma was raped
twice.

If the Lisbon earthquake was a
catalyst for the Enlightenment attitude
that OGod is deadO, then events like the
Holocaust and the 9/11 terrorism saw His
resurrection. Guinness recalls being
asked by a reporter, OWhere was God
when the towers fell?0 It would be easy
to reply smugly: God has been dead for
over 200 years, why do we now wonder
where He is? However, letOs be fair. In
troubling times, even people of faith ask
guestions like the one posed to
Guinness. Moreover, this questioning is
an open opportunity for dialogue
concerning evil and suffering. Guinness
puts it this way, O[September 11 has
served] to reunite the deepest questions
about God with the deepest questions
about humanity.O

There are those, while not

believers in God at all, still find the idea
of God to blame for Oevil.O The terrorists
that turned airplanes into suicide bombs
did so believing they were doing the will
of God. This seems to be fuel for
statements like that of Gore Vidal (as
quoted by Guinness), OThe great
unmentionable evil at the center of our
culture is monotheismO or that of Richard
Dawkins, OOnly the willfully blind fail to
implicate the divisive force of religion in
most, if not all, of the violent enmities of
the world today.O Yet, as Guinness
points out, more have fallen victim in the
last century to evils committed under
Osecularist regimes, led by secularist
intellectuals and in the name of secularist
ideologies, than in all the religious
persecutions in Western historyO (9).

A few weeks ago we followed
the news of firestorms in Southern
California, especially in San Diego. | am
sure many of you have continued to pray
for the families involved. The survivors of
these firestorms (that destroyed more
than 2,000 homes) found reasons last
Sunday to be thankful. This, even as the
damage toll mounted and firefighters
worked to contain blazes.

These fires spread across more
than 500,000 acres of Southern
California due to dry conditions and high
winds during the week, chasing a half-
million people from communities as
homes burned. Despite the destruction,
so many who lost so much still gave
thanks at church services in some of the
hardest-hit communities. At the Rancho
Bernardo Community Presbyterian
Church--where 60 families lost their
homes--they gave thanks for the big
things: for lives saved, for families, and

piece of identification needed to enter the
area. A sign outside the church said,
“Life is Fragile: Handle with Prayer."
Members hugged and rejoiced over the
congregation's fortune: The fire had
spared all local members' homes, a
woman had given birth to a healthy boy
during the evacuation, and power had
stayed on for those who did not
evacuate.
