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There are two bills presently
on Governor SchwarzeneggerÕs desk,
which many Christian organizations
are urging the Governor to veto.  They
are SB 777 and AB 394.  

The purpose of SB 777 is to
change the wording of existing laws
that prohibit Òthe State Board of
Education and the governing board of a
school district from adopting for use in
the public schools any instructional
materials that reflect adversely upon
persons because of their race, sex,
color, creed, handicap, national origin,
or ancestry.  This bill would revise the
list of (types) of discrimination and the
kinds of prohibited instruction,
activities, and instructional materials
and instead, would refer to disability,
gender, nationality, race or ethnicity,
religion, sexual orientation,  or any
other characteristic contained in the
definition of hate crimes that is
contained in the Penal Code.Ó (From
the website nfo.sen.ca.gov, italics
added.)

AB 394 is building off of already
existing laws, which protect indivi-
duals from harassment, by requiring
that schools adopt and publicize
Òcomprehensive antidiscrimination

Updating all publications on school
safety, bullying, tolerance, bias-
motivated behavior and hate-related
violence to specifically to address
harassment and discrimination based
actual or perceived sexual orientation
and gender (including gender identity),
disability, nationality, race or ethnicity
and religion.Ó (www.eqca.org)

The legal definitions of
discrimination and harassment, which
these laws are promoting, include
expressing the belief that homo-
sexuality, bisexuality and trans-
sexuality are wrong from a biblical
standpoint. The Campaign for
Children and Families is urging voters
to call the governorÕs office and urge
him to veto these bills, and call their
state senator and state assembly-
member to tell him or her how the
voter feels about these issues.  You can
get more information about this issue
by visiting the website
savecalifornia.com.
